1. What is an enterprising person?

Examples could include

Bill Gates.

Richard Branson

Stelios

From history.

Isaac Newton

Alexander Graham Bell

Enterprising People PowerPoint.  

These are initially jumbled, students should spend up to 5 minutes unjumbling them and trying to identify them.

The answers appear on the next slide and appear 1 by 1.

2. Meeting Local Entrepreneurs 

Students will have chance to meet local entrepreneurs and ask questions about what enterprise skills, qualities, and attributes they have and how they them used to become a success.  Students are to complete this section of their journal while in social and refer to this when debriefing in class after visit. 

2. (Alternative) Enterprising People Video

This is on the intranet as entrepreneur video.

Following the video students should create a Double Bubble diagram showing similarities and differences between 2 enterprising people, details of their lives are available on fact cards.  They should be picking out what enterprise skills, attributes and qualities each person has.  The fact sheets are also differentiated a to d (a being the easiest)

3. Enterprise Superhero

Students are to create a life size sketch of an enterprise superhero which shows the skills, attributes, and qualities of an entrepreneur.  The features can be accentuated to represent different things e.g. Big Brain to show they are full of ideas, Big eyes to spot and opportunity etc

Self assessment questionnaire (This can be used as a review activity if needed)

This is a quiet time for reflection of their own enterprising qualities.

It is taken from Channel 4’s Real Deal website and is available online at http://www.channel4.com/life/microsites/R/realdeal/ if you have enough PCs. An adapted paper based version is available.

Following this they should use the diagram of enterprise skills, attributes and capabilities (on next slide) to complete the first side of the sheet ‘How am I enterprising?’.  They are to describe an example of them being enterprising for each of the skills, attributes and capabilities.  They should also give themselves a rating out of 5 for how good they think they are at that particular enterprise skill etc.  If they can’t think of an example for each then this will help them complete the reverse of the sheet.

Finally in this section they are to complete the enterprise action plan sheet (reverse side of the same sheet).  The purpose of this is for them to identify enterprise skills, attributes and capabilities they would like to develop over the course of this week and personal challenge week.  They should pick two from each section and note these down along with a date they aim to achieve it by, this could be by the end of the day or the end of personal challenge week.  These sheets will be collected in and returned to the students at the end of personal challenge week where they will have a chance to reflect on how well they have developed those enterprise skills, attributes and capabilities.

4. Dragons Den 

Introduction video of local businesses and business people talking about why they set up and why they are enterprising.  Video is on front page of enterprise day.

This allows students to think of a business they think would work in Cramlington and how their enterprise skills might be used.  Students should work in pairs.

Possible business ideas:

Sports shop

Pet shop

Window cleaning service

Taxi service

Restaurant

Pizza delivery

Plumbing

Builder 

Mechanic

Students will consider the questions on the PowerPoint and produce a 2 minute presentation, this will be done to the rest of the class.  It might include the name of the business, but the key focus is the idea and how their skills would be useful for that business.

If students can’t think of a business then they could consider a job they have an interest in and then do a presentation around that.

Extension Tasks – 

1) Students to create a detailed sketch of their new product or service

2) Students to research into who their main competition will be and why

3) Students to research into suppliers for their new business idea

ICT can be used if your room has it; alternatively sugar paper is available for students to develop a visual aid.  

The students will mark each other’s presentations using the assessment grid.  

You may wish to clarify what makes a good presentation before they start, establishing some success criteria instead of using the assessment grid.

Once all presentations have been done the best idea should be voted for by the class and the winners will go forward into a whole school competition to decide the overall three winners.  This will be decided by Mr Bird, the winning idea presentations will be collected over lunchtime for judging in the afternoon.

5. Production Challenge

This gives the students a chance to use the skills they have been looking at earlier in the day.

The aim is to make as much profit as possible.

The procedure looks fairly complicated but once students understand it will work well.

Students need to work together as a group and decide how they are going to approach this.  They could have everyone making the same product or they could split into different groups and produce different items.

In both cases they will produce a design first. Once happy with a design they will agree a price with the 6th Form Business Students who will be in the corridor.  This must be written on the design sheet.

Whilst this is being done, the rest of the group should work out what they need in order to produce the products.  Someone should then go and buy these from the shop in the corridor.  All expenditure will be written on the Costs sheet. 

Students should then organise the production.  You may want to assist them in this or wait and suggest a production line later on.

This process will be done 3 times during the day.  There is a timeline to give students the big picture.

If students are being untidy then issue a health and safety warning and fine them.  Feel free to fine the group for anything they do.  There is a space to record this on the profit and loss sheet at the end.

6. Sales Pitch ( If time?)

They will watch the sales video, a range of people selling from TV Channels.

They will consider what is common between all of them and why they think they are effective.

Suggested answers:

Shows how the product works

Shows the product being used in a variety of situations

Sounds lively and persuasive

Tells the price and how to order it.

Students may be able to record these on a video.  If this is not possible then join the two halves of the tutor group and they can present to each other. If they are joined then up to 5 minutes will be fine, if they are being videoed then up to 2 minutes would be more appropriate.

The group may want to continue production at this time or they can all work on the selling aspect.

Watching the sales pitches together as a bigger group may lead into circle time at the end and a chance to review how they have worked as a group, highlighting successes and failures in preparation for the rest of the week.

7. Finances and Review

Students should have all of their design sheets with the prices on; they should calculate how much money they have received from each of the designs they have.  

This should be recorded on their profit and loss account 

All costs should also appear on the profit and loss account.

The profit should then be calculated using the formula:- Profit = Income – Costs.

Results for the day will be announced at the morning notices following the activity.  

8. Learning Journal and tidy up. 

Tidying the room should not take long if they have kept a tidy working environment.

Students will complete their learning journals issued at the start of the week.

Store gifts in a paper box and they will be used as part of their Stall on Saturday.

The winning teams will be announced at the start of the next day.  The prize will be some goodies to help them through the day on Wednesday and Thursday.
